Dig out existing turf and break up the soil to allow
for new plantings. You can till the removed turf into the soil or place it
grass-side down to provide natural compost.

Place the tallest plants or shrubs in the center of
your bed and surround with shorter plants of varying color and texture.
Consult the plant tag to determine how to space the plants. After
planting, add a layer of garden soil to promote root growth.

Add contrast and protect your plants from weeds
by surrounding the bed with edging, such as marble chips or
color-enhanced mulch.
